Foster Program  
It is impossible to overstate the importance of the 
Foster Program.  This program enables P.A.W.S. to 
greatly increase the number of animals rescued.  It 
directly involves community members saving lives.  
P.A.W.S. covers all veterinary care for the fosters.  For 
every foster home that is found, another animalôs life is 
saved. 

The Goal of Foster Care  
To care for a dog or cat in your home until an appro-
priate, permanent home is found. Being a foster fur 
parent helps prevent the euthanasia of adoptable dogs 
and cats and provides comfort and safety to animals 
that have endured hardships while waiting for their 
ñforever homes.ò  It allows these animals, whom in 
most cases, have been in kennels or shelters for 
months, time to ódebriefô and become socialized in the 
home/family setting and enables P.A.W.S. to learn the 
individual personalities of these animals which ensures 
a wonderful match with the new permanent adopter. 

Frequently  Asked Questions  
Does the foster parent have to pay for anything? 

P.A.W.S. covers all veterinary costs for the fostered 
animals.  All animals are checked by a veterinarian, 
given all necessary vaccinations and shots, 
spayed/neutered (if aged appropriate while in our care) 
and given flea, tick and worming preventative medi-
cines.  

I have a dog (or cat). Will the foster animal get 
along with him/her? 

All animals are temperament tested prior to placement 
in foster care. We access each individual animal and 
consider the needs and situations of the foster home. 
Whether you have children, and/or other pets in the 
home, we strive to make an appropriate match 
between you and the foster animal.  

If I fall in love with the foster animal can I keep 
him/her? 

Although it is not P.A.W.S.ô goal to have fosters adopt 
the animals in their care, with the approval of the 
adoption coordinator, in some cases, you may perma-
nently adopt and keep the animal, if you so desire.

About the Animals  
All animals in our program have received age-
appropriate vaccines, and are surgically sterilized if 
they are six months or older.  All cats/kittens are tested 
for feline leukemia and FIV, and dogs are tested for 
heartworm if they are old enough.  The adoption fees 
for our animals help defray the cost of these tests, 
surgeries and vaccinations, as well as any other 
required, veterinary services.  

We also make it a point to foster ñspecial needsò pets.  
We recently rescued Butters who has Parvo, and also 
a puppy with a fractured leg and demodex mange.
